4.  Treasurer’s Report
Our financial position remains healthy despite an excess of Expenditure over Income of £2971.20. The expenditure includes the costs of the Anthony Thompson Award made in 2010 and this has been met entirely from the ILIG Anthony Thompson Fund at a cost of £3,391.59. 

Subscription sales of our journal ‘Focus on International Information Work’ provided 41% of the cost of the journal. 

The Budget for 2011 shows a significant drop in income as we will receive no Capitation or Umbrella income during 2011. The projected income is based on offering one seminar during 2011. A deficit budget of £3167.99 is proposed and this is well covered by our Reserves which are well above the minimum required.
