1 Information literacy needs to be put on a higher policy plane and occupy a more central position within CILIP

· We need to have an Information Literacy Group

· Agree a common vision for information literacy

· The Policy and Advocacy Unit needs to facilitate encapsulation of vision and development of strategy
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Develop an Information Literacy Strategy

· Scoping Information Literacy – not only government or formal education but private companies teaching the out of work, third sector organisations – more than IT
· Link to key policy agendas or initiatives (e.g. in English secondary schools the 23 guarantees to parents including ones to do with personal learning and thinking skills
· What’s in a name? – communicating in the language of others (keeping information literacy for ourselves)

· Talking outside LIS Community. Find “wins” for them
· Employer Engagement Strategy

· Mapping stakeholders

· Coordination and focus of activity across CILIP

· LIS schools – place of learning & pedagogy in curriculum of LIS courses
· Communications strategy
