

East Midlands Branch of CILIP Committee meeting minutes (Draft)

2. Minutes of the meeting held on 19 February 2010
The minutes were signed as a true record.

3. Matters arising

Special Interest Groups: JB still to contact.

Branch & Group Regulations: LD and SD had raised our main concern, regarding length of service on the committee, at the new Officers’ Day. The response was that “roles can be circulated, and members will not have to leave the committee.” 

Interim Policy Forum: An advert had been placed inviting members to join the group: JB reported that there had only been 2 applicants including herself. The first meeting was held on 11 May. JB concerned about disseminating the information wider than to our committee. She can also write articles in the newsletter. However not all the regions are represented.

How CILIP deals with the recession; Still no advocacy for individuals; CILIP has to “act in the public good” and will assess proposals from employers against published criteria

HC and LD gave reports on the visits to Lincoln. Although it was a small group they had enjoyed the day. The guide to the Tennyson library had a literary background and “performed”. The attendance, 11, was disappointing but there was positive feedback on the evaluation form.
AGM and visit to King’s Meadow campus was very successful; we should look at a larger venue for next year.

The Big Conversation: we had been asked to suggest 5 people to attend the focus group in Birmingham on 18 May: Martin Shaw (Derbyshire), Chris Powys (Northampton Uni.), Alison Barber (CDG), Lynn Hodgkins (LIEM) and a student from Loughborough Uni. (Alison will, however attend the session in Manchester.)
JB had contacted Carol Brooks, who is in the project group, who has agreed to come to an East Midlands meeting. However it must be held before the end of June. Loughborough Uni. was suggested as a venue: AG to look at availability for an early evening event eg 5.30 to 7.00. Presentation at 6.00 then open for discussion. Somewhere between 14th & 23rd. Revalidation & fellowship workshop: KO not sure whether worth putting on at present as revalidation is being replaced with an e-portfolio; however she could talk about this.

11. Any other business

Congratulations were given to Kath Owen who has become an Honorary Fellow of CDG.

LD (The King’s School Grantham): will complete the annual return of branch activities by the end of June. She has started a film club at school; there have been problems but it has been well-received by the pupils. Author William Hussey visited the school and was very good. She has just started a library blog to encourage the boys’ reading.
HC: leaving the Islamic Foundation at the end of July to move to Saudi Arabia with her husband. Jasmine Ansari, who has worked in the library previously, is taking her place.

Humeyra was thanked for her work on the committee, and given best wishes for her future.

AG (Loughborough Uni): the 5 yearly internal teaching assessment went very well. Professor Amanda Spinks joins the university in September, from Australia; her field is Human Information Behaviour. A new lecturer in publishing is to be appointed. Inez Smith is retiring.
SH (Burleigh Community College): school still in special measures and there are uncertainties surrounding Building Schools for the Future. She is still organising different activities in the library; see the article in our forthcoming newsletter.

KO (Nottinghamshire): the new library at Worksop is due for completion at the end of August. Mansfield is to undergo major refurbishment which will mean closing for 12 months. West Bridgford is still on the agenda. The 15 largest libraries now have RFID; the opportunity given by implementation has been used for a major stock edit.

JB: has now sorted and listed the Branch archive; the Nottingham University Special Collections was willing to take it, however 1951-1966 is at Nottinghamshire Archives so it will go there. She plans to stand down as chair from the end of the year but will stay on the committee for another year.
MB (South Leicestershire College): settling into her new job as senior assistant.
