NEWS FROM ELG

ral meeting held on 9th April
1954 in Manchester, as a fo-
rum for librarians of the Insti-
tutes of Education which had
been set up as a result of the
McNair Report (1944).

LISE was formally dissolved at
the AGM in September. We will
be encouraging colleagues at
member institutions to turn
their energy and enthusiasm to
becoming involved in ELG ac-
tivities, including taking an ac-
tive role on the ELG Commit-
tee.

They are investigating having
a History of LISE written for the
record and professional inter-
est.

At the moment their website is
still up and running with a list-
ing of the publications for
which LISE was well-known.

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Forum on the future of the British Education Index

A variety of organisations were represented
at this consultative conference on 21st Oc-
tober 2008, ranging from ELG and Educa-
tion Index Users’ Group, government de-
partments, educational research organisa-
tions, training and skills development bod-
ies, to teaching associations. The Educa-
tional Evidence Portal and the National Li-
brary for Health Content and Collections De-
velopment Group provided input from the
perspective of resource indexing services.

The main purposes of this forum were to
preview and consider the newly restructured
BEIl services and review the information
management and delivery capabilities of
these services; share experience of locat-
ing, using and distributing information; and
reflect on BEI capabilities in relation to the
needs and professional information interests
of delegates.

We were divided up into three discussion
groups to focus in detail on the issues aris-
ing out of a series of short presentations.

A range of issues, practices and concerns
emerged.:

1. Obtaining information from BEI

Cost of subscription for teaching and
library practitioners in schools and
other small organisations.

Time is a major constraint — for re-
search departments within government
organisations, for students, for teach-
ing practitioners.

Possibility of unification of education
index thesauri — BEI needs to have a
familiar interface — if it is too different
from users’ habitual experience, they
will not use it.

BEI has statistics of use — but do we
know how people use the information
found?

Need to make it easier for users to
search / find the grey literature.

Researchers regarded conference pa-

pers as ‘too trivial’ a resource — preferred
peer-reviewed, quality journal material —
but this carries significant publication de-
lay.

Need to encourage more use of Educa-
tionLine conference resources as an alert
to topics of importance and future publi-
cation areas.

2. Putting information into BEI

Relationship of EEP with BEI. Can user
institutions encourage automatic passing
on of information about relevant material
deposited in institutional repositories?

Can user institutions and organisations
be encouraged to post information about
forthcoming conferences, and supply
conference papers?

A number of delegates noted that in per-
forming research scanning, they rely al-
most wholly on abstracts without further
consultation of the documents them-
selves.

Can BEI capture and retain the more
ephemeral material?

3. Future direction of BEI

Should BEI remain part of Dialog or simi-
lar package subscription deal, or go inde-
pendent?

Could BEI be developed to be embedded
within library catalogues rather than via a
search index interface?

What should be the balance of academic,
subscription-tied, resource and freely ac-
cessible material?

How could ‘free’ access be enabled for
schools? Can (and should) the Educa-
tion Evidence Portal be a realistic, sus-
tainable, long-term parallel to BEI for
schools?

How could a ‘free’ BElI be funded?
Should BEI include a citation index?

MEET MEMBERS OF THE COMMITTEE!

PHILIPPA PRICE Philippa Price graduated from University of
Wales, Aberystwyth in 1999 with a BA in
American Studies. She returned to Aberyst-
wyth 2002-3 to complete an MSc (Econ) in
Information and Library Studies. Following 18
months as a senior library assistant on a mo-
bile library in Gloucestershire and a brief stint
as a library assistant in Swindon College of
Further Education, Philippa took on her first
professional role at Swansea Institute of
Higher Education in November 2005. SIHE
has since been granted university status and
changed its name to Swansea Metropolitan
University in January 2008. Philippa is the
Assistant Librarian for Education, working
with the Swansea School of Education at
SMU.

Julie is Academic Liaison Librarian at Roehampton University, South West London, working
with the School of Education and with Initial Teacher Education students in particular.

Amongst her responsibilities is the School Experience Library, the collection of children’s
books and materials for use in school used by ITE students. Along with her job share partner
of many years she also supports the Children’s Literature MA and research at Roehampton
maintaining the Children’s Literature Collection, a reference research resource.

Julie came to Roehampton, following the birth of twin daughters, after working with the Inner
London Education Authority for several years. She was part of a team of peripatetic primary
school librarians working with teachers to develop libraries in primary schools. It was a logical
step from there, after the abolition of the ILEA, to work in Higher Education with teachers in
training.

It is a long way from her very first job out of Library School in Essex County Library Service,
as an Assistant Librarian in Billericay Library. The job she actually applied for in Essex, as a
Children and Schools Librarian, had gone by the time of the interview, to an internal candi-
date, but the panel asked her if she wanted to be interviewed for other available posts. This
was in 1980 — the reply was yes, and she left at the end of the day having been offered a job
but not knowing which one. However, after just six months a children and schools librarian
post came up again in Basildon, she applied and got it and has not looked back since, having
always been involved in some way with children’s literature and education.

Julie’s work is now entirely with adults, and she sometimes yearns for summer activities and
school visits and direct contact with children and their response to books. Having her own
children has helped to fill that gap over the years, and she very much enjoys working with
people at the university from undergraduates to research staff. Now that her children are
launched on university careers of their own, she is making extra efforts to stay in touch with
children’s literature publishing. Julie is looking forward to the children’s literature events which
she is organising for the ELG and hopes to meet lots of members attending at the various lo-
cations being planned. (see pg 2 for details—Ed).

This is a fascinating book, much of it coming out of the
CIBER Report published earlier this year. Some inter-
esting analysis of the deep-log data that has been col-
lected leads to conclusions that many people fit the
‘Google Generation’ descriptions, not just the young.
Warnings are issued to information professionals
about the need to get our act together for the future.

Rumsey, Sally (2008), How to find informa-
tion: a guide for researchers, 2nd ed. Open
University Press

A perennial favourite of mine when planning user edu-
cation, | was delighted to see that a second edition
has come out with a lot more references to electronic

resources. Good for teaching librarians and good for
library bookshelves!
