Education-line. Freely accessible database of the full text of conference papers, working papers and electronic literature which supports educational research, policy and practice.  Part of the British Education Index http://brs.leeds.ac.uk/~beiwww/el.htm
Education Resources Information Centre (ERIC). Digital library of journal and non-journal literature, containing some full-text items. Very comprehensive and easily searchable, though primarily intended for North American audiences. The web based version allows you to register and to re-run searches which will enable you to keep up to date in an easy way. http://www.eric.ed.gov
Zetoc Alert. British Library database which also provides a service giving access to the tables of contents of 20,000 journals and 16,000 conference proceedings published each year. It is updated daily. You can set up a Zetoc Alert to send you a notification by e-mail whenever items are added to the database that match the criteria you have specified.
