Hollywood Librarian had a very well-attended screening at LSBU on 22nd May.
3. Chair’s Report

MB had contacted Shane Godbolt re: Leslie Morton fund. There will be a meeting in September to discuss the short and long term options.  

Action: MB to obtain a formal agreement regarding the fund. 
MB had met with the OVID nursing rep. MWa had attended an OVID nursing event at RCN. They are planning a ‘nursing portal’ to be launched in US in September, and UK end of 2008/early 2009. 

MB had attended the CILIP/SCONUL Health strategy group, where Hill review was discussed. Group are drafting a response, due before Darzi report. It will be published as an open letter in SCONUL Focus and HLG newsletter. There was suggestion of an interview with Peter Hill in CILIP Update. 

MB had also attended the HILJ editorial board meeting. 









4. HILJ




PBo reported on the editorial board meeting and editorial team meeting on the 3rd June. Discussions at the board meeting included theme issues. It was agreed to discontinue theme issues unless there was a topic of significant importance.
Discussions at the editorial team meeting included the importance of maintaining links between HILJ and HLG newsletter, including clarifying their respective purposes/remits, post HLG newsletter survey.
Online early was also discussed, including the difficulty of calculating usage statistics, and costs. At the HILJ editorial meeting the cost to HLG was said to be 20% of total costs (i.e. £3.35 per article) as opposed to £16.75 per article.

It was agreed that we would continue with online early, but RP emphasised the need to monitor the actual costs to HLG, and for these to be identified on financial statements. 

As HILJ page numbers are increasing by 10% in 2009, the need for online early articles may decrease. 
The Anniversary issue will be a supplement of the December 2008 issue, and will be 112 pages. Helicon have provided £1,000, HLG have provided £2,000, and Wiley Blackwell will pick up the remainder. 

The impact factor for HILJ is due mid June.

Links between HILJ and HLG conference were also discussed at the HILJ meeting, e.g. HILJ contacting HLG speakers for articles, perhaps identifying themes and potential joint authors, and HILJ suggesting authors who could provide updates on their research at the conference. It was suggested that. HILJ team member should attend ONE HLG conference planning meeting.
Institutional subscriptions to HILJ have increased by 33%, and consortia subs have increased 34%, downloads have increased by 27% and TOCs by 24%. Personal subs have decreased by 15%. It was agreed that personal subs should be promoted, e.g. at HLG conference, e.g. through flyers on HLG stand. 
The proposed 9% price increase on institutional subscriptions was approved. 
5. Newsletter

EH had distributed a report.


The June issue was added to the website on 30th June. The email and letter about the issue included a link to the online survey. Preliminary results of the survey will be presented at the HLG AGM.
Action: ALL to check if they are receiving their newsletter mailing. 
EH had asked CILIP for an HLG members email distribution list, but these are not made available. 

Career Development Group send out their newsletter with Update. The two publications are printed in the same place, but other materials can also be sent out with Update.  
EH is producing a joint editorial with HILJ for the December issue. HILJ may pass articles onto HLG newsletter if not appropriate for HILJ. 

HLG newsletter was indexed in CINAHL when available in print. 

Action: EH to check indexing of online HLG newsletter. 






 HLG newsletter is part of 
CILIP pilot of Google analytics. This breaks down accesses/downloads of the newsletter.  Total downloads are similar to previous months.
Action: JR to check if NLH for librarians links to HLG. 

Action: ALL to distribute HLG newsletter links to local networks.

7. Membership and Publicity

The latest membership figure is 1,585. This is a drop on previous years. There was a discussion about whether this reflected the general CILIP membership drop, and other groups’ membership trends, e.g. UKCHIP. It was agreed the subscribing membership needed continued publicity.  The HLG members email list had increased to 448. There will be a web café at the conference publicising the list. 
It was agreed that the lack of information on membership was an issue of concern to HLG, which had yet to be addressed by responses from the Membership Support Unit

Action: MB to contact Bob McKee to discuss the issue, and suggestions for improvement.
GB circulated copies of the leaflet and banner. These would be launched at the HLG conference. 
Action: GB to check numbers and costs of insert in Update.


It was agreed to have a raffle at the HLG stand at the HLG conference. 

Action: ALL to send any display items for the HLG stand, e.g. HILJ. 




8. Online Directory, HLISD

JR had circulated a report. There are now 896 entries and 868 contact names. JR is checking gaps against Inspire, and records which haven’t been updated since 2006. There was a discussion about postcode searches. These are specific, and cannot provide ‘nearest matches’. Therefore libraries should be encouraged to provide information on other libraries in their local network, as appropriate. 
There still needs to be a formal agreement between the partners in the project, including HLG.




9. Subject Groups

HLG Wales

LH reported that HLG Wales ran a successful Web 2.0 study day on 2nd 



May, which resulted in an HLG Wales blog. There will be an Autumn study day on critical appraisal, run by ScHARR. 

LH is organising a pre-conference dinner on Sunday 20th July. There should be press coverage of the HLG conference in Western Mail. 

Librarians will have an entry in the NHS Wales career document and a link on the webpages. 



Information for the Management of Healthcare (IFMH) 

There was a discussion around membership issues. It was agreed that IFMH could have a separate constitution. The latest issue of Inform was based on a recent study day. There would be a session at the HLG conference on the King’s Fund. Maria Grant was digitising IFMH archives. IFMH are developing a business plan. They are interested in collaborating on study days. It was suggested that an IFMH rep join the CPD panel. 
Libraries for Nursing (LfN)
JS had produced a report. There was a discussion about the core collection. It was agreed that a Wiki might be a useful tool to produce this, as it would be constantly updated, and that the current list could be used as a basis. A sub-group would investigate possibilities, and report to the next HLG committee meeting. 

Action: HG to co-ordinate a sub-group, to include FN, RB, and HBW.

Action: MB to contact Richard Jones and JS.

Action: FN to contact CHILL. 




10. Website

JR had circulated a report. There are pages on International and Policy. It was agreed that ‘contact us’ requests would be forwarded to the secretary. There were 13,419 hits from July – December 2007. JR agreed to invoice separately for costs related to conference web additions.
11. Policy Panel







MWa had made contact with Alan Fricker and Veronica Fraser. MWa would email around for volunteers for the panel, including a focused role of the panel members. 
The following have expressed an interest in being members of the panel in addition to MWa: Alan Fricker, Gillian Foster, HBW, and VS. 
The remit of the group was discussed, including relation to CILIP, and Health strategy group, and a revised name for the panel – influencing panel? The HLG business plan provides a focus for the panel, including building on existing public health work, also horizon scanning, co-ordinating responses to CILIP policy forum, lobbying CILIP. 
It was agreed that Search 2.0 and NSF could be issues for the panel to focus on. 
Action: MWa to develop terms of reference for the panel

Action: MWa to recruit volunteers for the panel. 



12. CPD panel

MW had circulated a report. The conference programme is now online. 306 people had registered (as of 3rd June). There had been the highest application for bursaries, which have been awarded. There are an increased number of presentations (60) and posters (30). 2 chairs are still needed for sessions. Interactive sessions will require tickets. It was agreed that a list of workshops with signed up attendees would be displayed. 

Action: MW to email to request volunteers for chairs, and circulate instructions for chairs.

There will be a KM event in the Autumn. An Umbrella rep is needed. Speakers are needed by 29th August.

Action: MW to circulate themes of Umbrella and role of Umbrella rep to committee.

HG had met with Phi to investigate joint working, e.g. website information. HG would be chairing a session at HLG conference.

14  HLG archives

SL had circulated notes from a meeting at OU with Richard Osborn to discuss future plans for the archive which needs to be relocated by the end of 2008. SL holds a collection of documents post 2001 (when the OU archive ends). There will be a follow up meeting in October. Archiving at CILIP is not an option. OU are investigating Wellcome etc. 
Digitisation was mentioned as a possibility, as was the University of London.
