1. Apologies for absence

2. Minutes of the meeting of 12/09/07 and matters and actions arising

The minutes were accepted as an accurate record of the last meeting.

Matters arising:

MB had contacted PB about Phi feedback and donation section on HLG conference registration form.
MB had contacted HILJ regarding online early and access for HLG membership. 

MB had contacted PB to discuss availability of attendance statistics. She had also contacted MW for an HLG conference update. 
PB has promoted alternative CPD pages, e.g. via email lists.
MB had met Richard Jones to discuss core collection

Action: LH to chase up AP over CMAL article for newsletter

Carry forward:

Action: JR to contact HG regarding international section. 

Action: new members to send biographies to JR
SL had contacted Lyndsay Rees-Jones about group rules but there is no date for these being finalised. Officer periods April-December 2008. Committee members January 2008 – December 2010. There is a meeting on 18th December for CILIP officers where group rules may be clarified. 
MB had contacted Jackie Cheesebrough regarding international officer role. It was suggested that Jennifer Goodfellow may have criteria for the role. 

MB had met with Shane Godbolt and had discussed Leslie Morton fund.

Action: MB to chase up Shane. 
RP and MB had checked archives and minutes for papers related to core collection. It was suggested that the funds could be used to develop the project, e.g. online version. 

Action: RP to confirm that core collection fund does belong to HLG. 
MB had contacted CILIP regarding NHS pay review and been advised that advocacy work was being pushed down to SIGs, if subject specific. AF reported that veronica Fraser was pushing for CILIP’s deprofessionalisation campaign to extend wider than public libraries. 

Action: MB to chase up this issue post-CILIP governance reorganisation. 

MB had contacted David Stewart regarding oral history project.

Action: JR to check website for minutes from 1999-2001 which may refer to the project. 
Action: MB to contact James Beeton about the oral history project as he was Secretary during the relevant period. 

3. Chair’s Report

MB reported that she had met Lucy Reid to discuss joint working with CHILL. 

One option would be for CHILL rep to attend HLG meetings as observer, and vice versa.

There was a discussion around the future of RCM library, including the lack of communication to RCM members.

Action: MB to contact Catherine Ebenezer to discuss HLG members approaching senior midwives/academics with a briefing.

MB to contact President and Secretary of RCM. 
MB had also met with Phi. Phi raised the Crisp report on global health partnerships which included the role of libraries in health, and how this might influence HLG policy work.

It was agreed that HLG should become an institutional member of Phi. 

HG would be attending Phi meetings as an observer.

Phi had submitted a poster and a presentation for the HLG conference. They would also be making regular contributions to the newsletter. 

MB reported that she would be representing HLG on the CILIP/SCONUL health strategy group. 

4. HILJ

A paper had been circulated. GW emphasised the marketing opportunities offered by the anniversary issue in December 2008, and that we needed to maximise the potential. A call would be put out to HLG members to write 200 words on a significant article. These would be added to the anniversary issue, which would be available open access.
GW reported that there has been a growth in content, and that they have copy for June 2008 issue. There will be a discussion around increasing page numbers in 2008, and the cost implications of this. There will also be further discussion around an open access model, and issues such as cost, and also not being the sole owners of material. 

Action: MB to contact Steve Glover for a paper to discuss at the next HLG committee meeting.

Action: GW to circulate Andrew Booth’s paper on open access.
5. Newsletter

EH had distributed a report, including website statistics. One particular powerpoint seems to be very popular, on CASP. This may indicate a CPD need. 

Carry forward action:

JR/EH to contact CILIP web team to check download statistics for sections as well as whole PDF.
The current literature editor appears to have moved to become a law librarian, so this position is now vacant, and EH is writing the section for the current issue. There are various outstanding issues, e.g. DDA, advertising and evaluation. The December issue will be the 4th in the one year online only trial. There is a trend for CILIP groups to provide online only newsletters. 
Carry forward:

EH to discuss future letters with membership and publicity panel. 

JR to check if HLG can advertise in an online only newsletter
Action: RP to further investigate costs of mailings and of adding extra information into mailings. 
Action: EH to distribute an evaluation survey in the new year. 
6. CPD Panel

MW had produced a paper which had been circulated. 
There were no applications for the Autumn bursary. It was agreed to add this money to the Spring bursary. The African Health Information and libraries conference in Mozambique in Autumn 2008 was suggested. 
HLG conference has been oversubscribed with submissions for presentations. It was agreed to fund 2 student places and 2 HLG member places, with travel and accommodation up to £200 for each. 

Action: MG and MW to discuss including IFMH flyers in conference packs.
AF raised the issue of possibly including reflective accounts in the HLG newsletter.  MG has recently published a review on this topic in HILJ and offered to produce a summary for the newsletter (which could be added to the CPD web pages) as a way of stimulating a regular column of reflective accounts in the newsletter from various contributors.  MG is not in a position to edit the column.  Margaret Forrest edits a ‘Learning and Teaching in Action’ column in HILJ and intends to include a piece on how to undertake reflection in the June 2008 issue. 

EH noted that there weren’t many meeting reports submitted, other than from those with sponsored places at HLG events. It was agreed that meeting reports needed to be encouraged.  

It was noted that Lyndsay Rees-Jones had been invited to join the NLH co-ordinating group.

Action: AF to check this with Richard Osborn.
MB had been contacted by Douglas Knock about an ILIG study day on 16th May. The afternoon session is on Web 2.0, and the morning on ‘health information’. The audience is information professionals. It was agreed that HLG could suggest speakers for general health information resources, aimed at public librarians, etc rather than health information staff.

Action: PB to contact ILIG with suggestions for speakers.
The CPD panel are still seeking a replacement for the Umbrella rep. 
7. Membership and Publicity

LM had drafted new leaflet and banner content which had been circulated. There was a discussion on amendments, focusing on making the materials future-proofed. It was agreed to have 1,000 leaflets printed using images suggested by the designers. 
Action: GB to feed back comments to LM.

LM to circulate amended leaflet and banner. 

GB had contacted membership and support unit about HLG concerns and had circulated these communications.  AF reported that this was a cross-group issue which had been raised at Council meetings.  There are IT support issues affecting implementation of the membership database. 
GB had sent membership survey results to CILIP membership department. 

It was agreed that Phi and HLG Wales could have space on HLG stand at HLG conference. 
8. Online Directory, HLISD

JR had circulated an update. AF reported that a key project is the link resolver – AF is on the delivery team for this. HLG members would be asked about ideas for developing HLISD. The partnership/roles of RCN, HLG and NLH needs to be clarified. 
There was a discussion around inclusion criteria, particularly of virtual services such as Specialist Libraries. It was agreed that the directory was useful for contacts for people as well as library service details. 
JR mentioned the Inspire directory, which she was looking at for ideas for developing HLISD information. 
9. Subject Groups

HLG Wales

LH reported that they ran an elearning study day in November in Cardiff, with NHS and HE representation. 

They also have a grant from Catherine Cooks fund, and will be offering places for Welsh CILIP members for the HLG conference – 2 full and 2 one day.

PB said that this would need to be co-ordinated with the HLG bursary places.

Action: CPD panel to liaise with LH.
They are also involved in CMAL development of a strategic plan for Welsh libraries, including a health section on the Welsh library website. 

Information for the Management of Healthcare (IFMH) 

MG welcomed the incoming chair Richard Bridgen, who starts in January and will be attending future HLG committee meetings. In 2008 IFMH subscription rates will increase by £5.  This is the first increase in four years.  
Libraries for Nursing (LfN)

JS had emailed a brief update, including questions around the core collection.
It was agreed that LfN should attend the next meeting to talk to these questions, and feed back on the LfN member survey mentioned in the update. It is also a matter for the core collection subgroup. 

Action: MB to contact JS to discuss using the core collection fund for developments, e.g. e-version. MB will also liaise with GB and Richard Jones. 
10. Website

JR had circulated a report. As mentioned under newsletter report, the CASP materials are a popular search/download. 
11. Policy Panel

AF reported that he has developed a wiki to collect examples of library work in support of public health. There has been limited response so far. He also reported on an MLA meeting. The new chief executive is emphasising a public library focus, and also health issues, e.g. BBC mental health campaign.
A meeting is being held on 10th December between NLH, MLA, public libraries and CILIP to discuss patient information issues.

SL and AF have also contributed to an Information World Review article on health information, including patient information issues. 

12.  Research 

No report had been received.

Action: SL to contact Andrew Booth for an update.
13. Treasurer’s report

RF presented the latest financial statement. 
14. HLG policies and procedures manual

SL had received sections from various committee members. It was agreed that a section on general committee member roles would be useful. MG volunteered to do this, and also mentioned that the IFMH section previously submitted should be added. PB commented that the bursary information in CPD section was inaccurate. 
Action: MG to submit a section on general committee roles to SL. 
Action: PB to submit updated bursary information to SL.
Action: Any remaining sections to be submitted to SL by March 31st  2008.
15.  HLG archives

SL had circulated a paper agreeing OU holding HLG archives til December 2008. New arrangements would need to be made subsequent to this. Wellcome was suggested as a possible location. 

Action: SL and MB to arrange a meeting with OU and Richard Osborn to discuss future plans. 

16. Business Planning 

This has been added to the HLG website and an email circulated. No comments have been received. 
17.  Committee membership/elections

Request for nominations had been sent. Closing date 31st December. Two new nominations had been received as of 10th December. It was agreed that continuity was important in the committee membership.
Action: SL to send a reminder to email lists.
Action: Contact SL if plans to stand down from committee. 
18. Councillor’s Report

 AF reported that CILIP finances have improved. Membership has increased and costs reduced. Policy and advocacy role for SIGs would be increasing, therefore the role of HLG policy panel chair would increase in importance.
MB thanked AF for representing HLG on Council. 

It was agreed that the issue of future CILIP liaison needs clarification. 
Action: MB to report back from Officers’ day on proposals for CILIP liaison.
19.  Any Other Business

JR highlighted the need to produce an Annual report for this financial year. 
Action: SL and JR to discuss.
