	All students currently studying on a CILIP-accredited course for a first degree or postgraduate qualification in library/information science in England, Wales or Scotland are eligible to apply, including those graduating in 2012.

	The award includes

	
	· FREE Registration as a full delegate at the conference including delegate pack, lunches and refreshments and the conference dinner as advertised on the conference website.

	
	· Up to £200 to cover the cost of travel to, and accommodation in, Glasgow while you are attending the Conference.  

	
	· Accommodation should be booked through the conference website. Standard accommodation should be selected, unless there are valid reasons why this would not be appropriate.

	
	· Rail travel must be Standard class. Mileage must be claimed at CILIP rates.

	
	· Please note you will need to pay for the accommodation and travel yourself and you will be reimbursed against receipts up to a total of £200 shortly after the conference.

	A condition of the award is that you keep a Conference Log.  After the Conference, you will be contacted by the HLG Newsletter Editor, Elise Collins, and asked to write a brief piece (c500 words) about your experience at Conference

	Applicants should include a letter from their institution confirming that they are registered on a course.

	There is no application form.  Applications should include your CV and a short statement (about 500 words) explaining your reasons for wishing to attend the conference and how you think it will benefit your professional development.  Include the following details:

	
	· Your name, term time address, home address, e-mail

	
	· Your university, course and year 

	
	· A letter from your institution confirming that you are registered on this course.
