1.Apologies for absence

Apologies were received from Carol Lefebvre and Keith Nockels.

2. Minutes of the Annual General Meeting held on 29th June 2007.

The minutes were held to be a true record, proposed by Bruce Madge, and seconded by Pauline Blagden

3. Annual report for 2007
Copies of the Annual report were available at the meeting, and also on the HLG website. Melanie thanked Julie Ryder for producing the report and highlighted the following:

· HILJ gaining an impact factor, 

· CPD receiving CILIP seal of recognition

· HLG events at Umbrella, 

· Bruce Madge being President of CILIP, 

· HLG policy work, including public health policy 
· the pilot of an electronic only HLG newsletter

Melanie thanked Emily Harker for her work on the online only pilot. There was a discussion of the preliminary results of the survey of the pilot. 174 responses had been received. 87.5% read the newsletter, 87.7% were satisfied/very satisfied. 60.4% said that they were as/more likely to read an online version. 
Melanie stated that the newsletter would continue to be available online only. There were a number of suggestions for additional content, but these would be dependent upon contributors coming forward. 

Most respondents requested notification about the newsletter via email. There was a discussion around the availability of contact details for HLG members, i.e. email details are not available via CILIP, and not all HLG members are on the HLG members discussion list, so the postal system is the only way of reaching all members. Guy Daines reported that membership information was an issue being raised at CILIP council. 

The Annual report was accepted, proposed by Maria Grant and seconded by Alan Fricker
4. Financial statement for 2007.

Richard reported that the accounts were available, and had been signed off by both auditors, and accepted by CILIP, as had the previous year’s accounts, which had been part of an external audit. He thanked Kath Wright and Caroline Lynch for auditing the accounts. 

HLG had a net profit of £1,740, which compares favourably with the previous year, and is in line with the usual pattern of finances, depending whether the year is one in which HLG conference is held. 

He reported that HLG was in a solid financial position, with around a year’s surplus. 
The accounts were accepted, proposed by Richard Bridgen, seconded by Gary Birkenhead.
