1. Apologies for absence

2. Minutes of the meeting of 26/06/07 and matters and actions arising

The minutes were accepted as an accurate record of the last meeting.

Matters arising:

EBSCO bursary 

HG had contacted EBSCO and the bursary can be transferred to 2008, and will be used to fund a place at MLA, Chicago.

Research

SL had contacted Andrew Booth but not received an update.

HLG conference
Action: MB to check with PB about Phi feedback and donation section on HLG conference registration form.

Finances

RP has removed duplicated HILJ costs from accounts.

Newsletter

Action: EH to check with SC regarding newsletter article on NICE event.
3. Chair’s Report

MB reported that she would be meeting with Phi on 15th October. She will be meeting with Jean Shaw and Shane Godbolt. There was a discussion around the Fellowship nomination application process and feedback.

Helen Korjonen-Close has resigned from the committee, leaving a vacancy. 

Action: MB will re-establish connections with CHILL via Lucy Reid.
4. HILJ

PBo reported that the ‘columns’ section had been renamed ‘regular features’. She welcomed PB and AF as members of the editorial board.

There had been a discussion about online early publication at the HILJ team meeting. Blackwells have agreed to trial this for a year. MB reported that HLG committee response had been largely positive to the idea of online early.
There was a discussion about the likely numbers and costs of articles p.a. and the pros and cons of online early publication.

It was agreed that we should go ahead with the trial and monitor number of articles and usage. 

Action: MB to contact HILJ.

AF also suggested that the open access to older issues might be reduced from 3 years
Action:  PBo will take this suggestion to a HILJ team meeting.

2008 marks the 25th anniversary of the journal. A special anniversary issue will be published in December 2008, for which Andrew Booth has provided an outline and co-ordinating editors. It will contain reprints of core articles from the last 25 years with up to date commentaries. 

Helicon have been approached for funding this supplement, and it was agreed that HLG could provide £2,000 funding for this issue, which would be provided post-publication. 

There was a discussion on the HILJ costings for access for all HLG members, via a password protected area of HLG website. This was rejected as being too expensive, particularly in the light of the importance of HILJ income to HLG, and the possible impact on subscription rates, which are already declining. 
Action: MB to contact HILJ.

5. Newsletter

EH had distributed a report, including website statistics, showing that  downloads have continued to increase. 
Action: JR/EH to contact CILIP web team to check download statistics for sections as well as whole PDF.

Newsletter hits are greater than HLG home page, so users are obviously going direct to the newsletter, e.g. via links in emails. It was pointed out that readers aren’t necessarily HLG members.

The revamped letter to members highlighting the move to e-only was discussed.

Action: EH to discuss future letters with membership and publicity panel. 

Action: RP to investigate breakdown of mailing costs. 
Advertising was also discussed. Alternatives to advertising, e.g. sponsorship, to be discussed at next committee meeting.
Action: JR to check if HLG can advertise in an online only newsletter

6. CPD Panel

MWa had produced a paper which had been circulated. 
The Umbrella report was discussed. Thanks were given to Dorothy for her hard work in relation to the conference. 

The ‘alternative CPD’ webpages were also raised. 

Action: MB to contact PB to discuss availability of attendance statistics. 

Action: MB to contact MWa for an HLG conference update, including whether IFMH flyers can be included in conference packs.

Action: JR to contact PB to discuss promotion of alternative CPD pages.

7. Membership and Publicity

Lucy McCaskie was welcomed to the committee as publicity materials officer during Claire’s maternity leave. 

There was a discussion on the costs and benefits of having an exhibition stand at Umbrella. It was agreed that there were alternative, cheaper methods, e.g. publicity materials on tables, insert in conference packs, running sessions, including AGM, with banners. Although it was recognised that this year there was something new to promote, i.e. HLISD. 

GB reported that publicity materials needed to be updated, and LM had drafted new content and obtained costings. The logo could be redesigned to incorporate Cardiff 2008. 

Action: LM to circulate draft leaflet. 

GB had met with CILIP membership support unit. There are a number of outstanding issues which were discussed, e.g. the availability of an up-to-date email list.  It was agreed that these were cross-group issues, which had potential implications for governance and capitation. 
Action: GB to chase these issues up with CILIP membership and report back. AF to raise at Council meetings as appropriate. 
Action: GB to send membership survey results to CILIP membership department. 

The Core Collection was also raised.

Action: GB to re-circulate notes and contact JS to discuss LfN’s plans. 

8. Online Directory, HLISD

JR had circulated the editorial update. There has been an increase in the number of editing groups, including UHMLG. JR has also been liaising with individual libraries in Scotland over their entries. 

AF reported on ‘version 2’ of HLISD which will include a single repository of journals held by NHS England. AF has emphasised that it should go beyond NHS England. Renaming HLISD has been raised. 

9. Subject Groups

HLG Wales

LH reported that they are running an elearning study day in November in Cardiff, with NHS and HE representation. This will be advertised week beginning 17th September. 

They also had a free stand at the Welsh Libraries conference, and 2 health reps on the Welsh Committee for Archives and Libraries (CMAL) who had attended a cross-sector ‘Libraries for Life’ meeting. CILIP Cymru are also sponsoring an HLG conference place. 


Action: LH to contact AP about an item for the HLG newsletter on the CMAL representation. 

Information for the Management of Healthcare (IFMH) 

The AGM report had been circulated.  They have 2 new committee members, and 60 members. Inform is now an electronic publication, as they have not run any study days recently, therefore income has dropped. Their next meeting on 26th October will be discussing the future direction of the group. RM welcomed any input from HLG committee.
Libraries for Nursing (LfN)

JS had emailed a brief update, including the plans for the joint study day, upcoming bulletin, new committee members, and the vacancies for study day organiser and bulletin editor. 
10. Website

There are now separate links to ‘committee’ and ‘prizes/awards’ from the main page, and the HLG newsletter ‘internet sites of interest’ are in the links section. CPD ‘archive’ is remaining on the site at present. 

Action: JR to contact HG regarding international section. 

Action: new members to send biographies to JR
11. Policy Panel

AF reported that he had attended the Health Strategy group meeting, where Peter Hill discussed the review of health libraries. MB will be attending the next meeting in October which Peter Hill will also be attending. 

The public health AGM plus event on NHS choices, held before the HLG AGM, was very well attended, including by non health librarians. 
The policy panel was discussed and AF reported that he is working on a wiki to collect examples of library work in support of public health. He will try to recruit people interested in being on the policy panel when he advertises this.

Election timescales were discussed, and JR reported on the recently circulated bulletin which stated that there would be a cross-group advert for committee members in CILIP Update at the start of November. Group years should be harmonised to follow the calendar year from January 2009.

Action: SL to check with Lyndsay Rees Jones as to the status of group rules, officer periods and elections

12. International

HG reported that the EBSCO bursary would be available for MLA 2008. She also reported that Bruce Madge would be producing an IFLA report, and circulated information on the Pharma-Biomed conference in November 2007.

Action: HG to circulate information on EBSCO bursary process in advance of next committee meeting.

Action: MB to contact Jackie Cheeseborough to check if there is a role description for international officer. 
13. CINAHL

MB reported on Helen Bingham’s email concerning possibility of HLG response to EBSCO. It was agreed that it would not be timely to respond at this point.

Action: MB to contact Helen Bingham to confirm this. 

14. Treasurer’s report

RF presented the latest financial statement. There was a healthy financial balance due to HILJ income. 

Action: RP to check newsletter mailing costs.

CILIP’s auditors would be auditing HLG accounts as part of general CILIP audit. Both HLG auditors have signed off the accounts. The Leslie Morton fund is an outstanding issue which needs to be addressed. 

Action: MB to contact Ian Snowley concerning this issue.

There are also funds related to the Core Collection. 
Action: RP to check archives for paperwork

Action: MB to check minutes for reference to this.

15. HLG policies and procedures manual

SL had circulated a revised contents of the manual, including examples for specific roles. MB emphasised that it was important not to lose the historical information, and that David Stewart was interested in this area. 
Action: Committee members with specific roles to send SL updated sections as per contents page by end of November.
16. Business Planning and AGM

MB had circulated the latest version of the business plan to which she had added lead responsibilities. Progress reports will be fed back at committee meetings.

17. Councillor’s Report

AF referred the committee to the report in HLG newsletter. The main items were the CILIP communities website, finance issues, branch/group membership and flat rate subscription fees.

NHS pay review
