2. Minutes of the Annual General Meeting held on 1 July 2005

3. Matters Arising from the Minutes

There were no matters arising.

4. Annual Report for 2005

Chair Tom Roper stated that the Annual Report has been available on the HLG website for the statutory period of six weeks.  Printed copies were also made available for those present.  Tom highlighted the implementation of the manifesto, and spoke of the work of the committee on policy and the wider organisation of CILIP, including regional developments and the creation of CILIP HLG Wales.  He stated that Tony McSean would be willing to answer CILIP council questions.  There were no comments or questions from the floor.  The annual report was accepted, proposed by Jackie Lord and seconded by Bruce Madge.

5. Financial Statement for 2005

Richard Parker, Honorary Treasurer, presented the financial statement for the past year.  He noted that it had been a very good year financially, helped by profits from an exceptional 2004 conference in Belfast.  This is noted as an aberration rather than a long-term trend.  Monies are held on behalf of other organisations, notably the Leslie Morton Memorial and the Health Information Working Party, both due to be spent in 2006.  International contributions have been made to conferences in Brazil and Oslo, and debts, including outstanding VAT, have been paid back to CILIP.  Prizes have also been investigated and examined.  It is recognised that there needs to be a longer term view and planning cycle.  
There were no questions from the floor: audited accounts will be presented to 

a later AGM.
