Why Health Information Literacy?
Health Information Literacy might be broadly defined as knowing how to and being able to search, understand and act on health related information, both in physical form and online. But it is much more than this. 

A more comprehensive exploration should include issues around recognising what the health information need is, assessing the quality of information found and its applicability to a specific situation; and analyse, understand, and use the information to make good health decisions. When it comes to healthcare, the right information delivered in the right way at the right time can, literally, be a lifesaver (Kars et al. 2008).

This study day has been designed to explore Information Literacy in relation to health and what it means for you in your role as an information provider, whether you provide information to users, or attempt to provide them with the skills to find their own information.

Sheila is a frequent writer and speaker on information literacy, this year being invited to speak in Sweden, Portugal and the Czech Republic. She leads a team managing and delivering a programme of learning opportunities directed at RCN representatives, members and staff. She has worked with Judy Atkinson on the development of Finding, Using and Managing Information: Nursing, Midwifery, Health and Social Care Information Literacy Competences. Kate has worked for the RCN since 1994, fulfilling a variety of roles. Previously she managed an NHS library.
Susie Andretta

Susie Andretta is a senior lecturer in Information Management at London Metropolitan University and the editor of the Journal of Information Literacy. For the past four years she has run a CPD course called Facilitating Information Literacy Education (FILE) to address the training needs of information professionals in the health sector who are increasingly operating as information literacy educators and organises a yearly conference on ‘Evidence-Based Information Literacy’ (EBIL) to explore the experience of evidence-based practice from the perspective of the information literacy educator.  Her publication profile includes Information literacy: a practitioner’s guide (Chandos, 2005), Change and challenge: Information literacy for the 21st Century (AUSLIB, 2007), and two chapters entitled ‘Information literacy from the learner’s perspective. A UK study.’ in Information Literacy as the crossroad of Education and Information Policies in Europe (CNR, 2008) and ‘Facilitating Information Literacy Education (FILE)’ in Handbook of library training practice and development (Ashgate, 2009). In 2010 she was awarded a PhD based on the development of a new relational model of information literacy, and her current research focuses on Transliteracy and the impact of Web 2.0 on information professionals and their diverse users.
