LA reported on the success of the October Library 2.0 Conference. The conference was very well received and all feedback has been positive. The event will make a slight profit.

Suggestions for a further conference to take place in May were made with mobile learning being chosen as a suitable theme, with topics including:

· Getting museum input into such an event

· Adult understanding of how youth is using mobile technology

· Network constraints

· Making libraries more accessible

LP offered to run a Digital Consumers workshop during October 2009

08/38 Web page update
