LA reported that meetings had been booked at Ridgemount Street for the coming year, and the date was confirmed for the online meeting in the summer of 2008. It was decided that the old format of email communication (with the secretary acting as collator) would be 

re-instated and that PS would chair the meeting.

08/07 Events

LA reported that consideration had been given to hosting a day-long MmIT conference in the autumn (September or October. He is yet to confirm any venue or speakers, but suggested a venue in Liverpool for the 2008 conference, on account of its capital of culture status. LA suggested a theme of Web 2.0, and what it actually means for library services. He has some speakers in mind, and the committee is happy for him and JM to continue to organise this. Action LA & JM

In the event that two such events should be scheduled for the autumn, it was suggested that we produce some promotional materials advertising the MmIT events, and attempt to arrange sponsorship at forthcoming library-oriented conferences (i.e. CoFHE/UC&R, summer 2008). LA to investigate
08/08 Web pages

LA reported that the committee information had been changed since the last meeting, but LP had spotted that the editorial board information was still very out of date.

LA agreed to arrange a further fix on this information, and also to get the very out of date fact sheets removed. Action LA

08/09 Journal

LP reported on the current considerations of changing to an entirely e-only version of the journal, with the ability to host some content on the Web pages available for download. Similarly, it was suggested that some content be made freely available on the Web pages in order to further publicise the journal and attract `people to subscribe.

We currently charge £70.00 for a hard copy subscription to the journal and will need to consider a price for an e-only subscription. Having open access content will provide an indication as to whether e-only access is feasible and possible.
