08/16 Reports 

(1)Chair’s report 

PS reported that as a special interest group, MmIT had been invited to a Cilip meeting concerned with cross group working within London, on the basis that 20% of Cilip’s membership is based in the South East. The consensus of the committee is that we do not wish to be involved in this, as we are now in a situation where we can put on our own events on a national and regional basis.

LA reported that he had arranged for a ‘clean up’ of the current Web pages and that they were in a position (from a content perspective) to be moved to be hosted by Cilip.

08/17 Events update 

LA reported that Manchester Conference centre had been secured for Thursday 9th October, and the speakers are: Mark Stiles, Phil Bradley, Russell Prue, Iain Wallace and Nick Woolley. LA said that he would start the publicity and that he could do with some assistance with regards to bookings. PS offered to help. Action LA and PS 

LP reported that we would be in a position to run a series of management training workshops from November 2008, and just needed some input into the delivery of more technical workshops. AC and LA offered to help in this. 

08/18 Web page developments 

LP reported on the progress of getting the group Web pages hosted on Cilip’s Web server. 

It will cost £395 inc vat to put Windows onto the group Imac. This is slightly higher than usual in order to load an additional piece of software to allow Windows to run alongside OSX.
It was agreed that this was necessary in order to easily maintain our pages in the future.
There is also a cost saving of about £1600 a year if we move the journal and the blog to Cilip's website. We can also implement other developments, such as open access to some journal content.

08/19 MmIT journal 

LP circulated an editor’s report which included details of a change in printers for the journal (from Highland Printing to Y Lolfa). LP also reported that the Cilip Website will support electronic access to the journal as well as access to our Blog, use of which still continues to grow. The production of the journal has now been successfully shifted from QuarkXpress to Indesign. 

The journal continues to enjoy regular contributions and gained 5 new subscriptions during the year. The committee needs to decide whether or not to move the hosting of the journal (and Blog) from Willco to Cilip, and make an appropriate recommendation.
